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It was indeed me who, towards the end of the events of 68, wrote the 
false letter from the president of the C.N.P.F.,2 as well as, at the 
beginning of those events, the telegrams addressed to the political 
offices of the CPs3 of the USSR and China, and several other joyous 
souvenirs.4
